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Policy on Assessment
The following booklet is an Assessment Schedule for both Years 9 and 10 (Stage 5)

The Education Act 1990 sets out the general requirements you need to meet to be awarded a Stage 5 Record of Student Achievement (ROSA).

To be eligible for ROSA, a student must:
· have participated, to the Board’s satisfaction, in courses of study that have been determined under the Act as appropriate to be undertaken by candidates for the Record of Student Achievement; and

· have been accepted by the Board as having satisfactorily completed those courses of study; and

· have undertaken, to the Board’s satisfaction, the requisite examinations or other forms of assessment; and

· have complied with any requirements prescribed by the regulations or any requirements imposed by the Minister or the Board; and

· have completed Year 10.

Satisfactory Completion of a Course

Course Completion Criteria

A student will be considered to have satisfactorily completed a course if, in the Principal’s view, there is sufficient evidence that the student has:

a) followed the course developed or endorsed by the Board; and

b) applied themselves with diligence and sustained effort to the set tasks and experiences provided in the course by the school; and

c) achieved some or all of the course outcomes.

The Principal may determine that, as a result of absence, the above course completion criteria might not be met.

It is a requirement that students attend until the final day of Year 10 as determined by the school system.

Students who have not complied with the course completion criteria and who have received at least two written warnings (Appendix A) can be regarded as not having satisfactorily completed the course at the time of finalising grades. The Principal may then apply the ‘N’ determination.

A student who is given an ‘N’ Determination in a mandatory course in Stage 5 may not be eligible for progression to Stage 6.

School Based Assessment
Assessing student achievement is the process of collecting information on student performance in relation to the objectives and outcomes of a course over the Stage 5 course each Semester. In order to do this, students will need to complete a number of tasks in each course, as well as participate in a range of classroom learning experiences. Teachers will use this cumulative information and course descriptors to assign an assessment grade that will appear on each student’s ROSA.

Grading student achievement is the process of assigning a letter (A, B, C, D, E) to summarise the level of a student’s achievement in a course per Semester.
In Mathematics, grades have been further differentiated to nine levels (A10, A9, B8, B7, C6, C5, D4, D3, E2).

Formal Year 10, Year 11 and HSC exams are handwritten. Therefore all formal Assessed Tasks will be pen and paper tests – no Laptops.

Assessment tasks may include class tests, written or oral assignments, practical activities, fieldwork and projects. Some courses have mandatory components that need to be completed in order to satisfy the requirements for satisfactory completion of that course. These include:

History – a mandatory site study,

Geography – a mandatory field study,
Science – a mandatory research task,

PE – mandatory practical participation.
Student progress will be reported on twice, mid course and final course.

Student Responsibilities

Students are expected to complete all tasks to the best of their ability. All assessment tasks are compulsory. Tasks will be completed on or before the date indicated. Students absent from an assessment task or examination are required to submit written evidence as to the reason for their absence (Appendix B).

Late Work: Failure to submit an assessment task on time will result in a zero. Work will still need to be completed and will be marked diagnostically.

Students are required to have equipment in class at all times unless otherwise indicated by their teachers.

If a student’s attendance falls below 85% of the school’s programmed lesson time for a course, a Principal may determine that, as a result of absence, the above course completion criteria may not be met.  Clearly, absences will be regarded seriously by Principals, who must give students early warning of the consequences of absences.

Students who have not complied with the above requirements in both Year 9 and Year 10 cannot be regarded as having satisfactorily completed the course.  The Principal will then apply the ‘N’ determination.  The school will enter an ‘N’ on the Grading Recommendation Schedule.  Where the ‘N’ determination is applied, it will appear on the student’s Record of Achievement depending on the course.  It may also mean that the student has not satisfactorily completed the minimum pattern of courses required for the ROSA credential in that year. 

Appeals Against ‘N’ Determination
Students wishing to appeal against the Grade(s) in any subject awarded to them by the school should submit a written appeal, together with evidence to the Principal.

Students may appeal only on the basis that the grade awarded was not consistent with the progressive reporting relative to the areas for assessment from the school.

Advice to Year 9 & 10 students and parents regarding Assessment Tasks

a) The assessment task should be a quality submission, completed to the best of that student’s ability.

b) Each task must reflect a serious attempt.

c) Students must ensure that all tasks are submitted on time. All tasks must be attempted. The due date is a strict deadline.

d) Material presented late will not be credited unless appropriate documentation is provided by the student/parent (eg. Medical certificate, illness or crisis in family). Completion of the task will still be required to meet course requirements.

LATE WORK MUST BE SUBMITTED TO THE DEPUTY PRINCIPAL with the appropriate form attached (available from your class teacher).

e) In the event of non-attendance the procedure below must be followed by the student seeking a substitute task immediately upon return to school:

· Notification of absence from the task, whenever possible should be made to the teacher BEFORE the task takes place

· A written statement from the student’s parents/guardian explaining the absence must be supplied

· A doctor’s certificate must be forwarded where illness is involved.

Each case will be considered on its merits. The reasons for absence must be considered valid before a substitute task will be granted. An estimate rather than a substitute task will only be given in exceptional circumstances.
f) The work must be the student’s own body of work.
g) Request for extensions must be handed in prior to the due date to the Deputy on the yellow form. Each case will be considered on its merits (sample form on Page 34).

h) At least two weeks written notice will be given before every assessment task. Students will sign to show they have received the task. It is the responsibility of any student who is absent to find out if any assessment tasks have been announced.
i) Vacations taken outside normal school holidays will not be accepted as a valid reason for missing an assessment task and will not be credited, however completion of the task is still required in an effort to meet course requirements.

j) Proven dishonesty in an assessment task, or truancy (including fractional truancy) will be regarded as a non attempt.

k) Assessment tasks must be handed to the teacher who sets the task, or in the case of his/her absence, the Head Teacher. The student will sign a register indicating that the task has been received and on submission of the completed work. Students will ask teachers to sign next to the task in this book.

l) Each task submitted must be signed and dated in this booklet by the receiving teacher.

m) Accurate records will be maintained throughout the course and each student should be aware of his/her progress.

n) Appeals concerning individual assessment may only be lodged directly after that assessment has been returned.

o) Where computer technology fails, students will be required to provide evidence of the work attempted, eg. Back up disk/draft printout/ hand written notes.

A committee of three (Head Teacher, Principal or delegate, and Year Adviser or delegate) will hear appeals and transmit decisions promptly to all parties.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF YEAR 9 and 10 STUDENTS
Students in Year 9 and 10 are responsible for:

· Ensuring that they obtain and understand the school’s policies on assessment.

· Determining if any assessment information has been distributed during a period of absence.

· Attempting each assessment task to the best of their ability so that they demonstrate maximum level of achievement.

· Ensuring that all work submitted is their own work.

· Ensuring that all tasks are submitted on time or that the procedures outlined are followed to seek a substitute task.

· Ensuring their Assessment Booklet is signed and dated by their teacher on submission of each assessment.

· Ensuring any questions that they may have about the assessment or grade, or comments made for an individual piece of work, are resolved at the time the work is handed back.

· Demonstrating, through diligence and sustained effort and sound attendance that they have met the requirements of the course.

· It is a requirement for the ROSA credential that Year 10 students attend school until the final day of Year 10 as determined by the school system and Principal, unless an exemption has been granted by the Principal.
· Applying for disability provisions should they be eligible.

FACULTY RESPONSIBILITIES

· To develop assessment tasks that reflect Quality Assessment practices and best practices in the Quality Teaching and Learning Framework.

· Ensure that students are aware of course Performance Descriptors.

· Develop an assessment schedule that indicates the nature and approximate timing of the task.

· Provide 2 weeks written notice of each task that includes the following criteria:

a) Date set/date due of task

b) Outcomes to be assessed along with an explanation of the outcomes

c) Clear description of the task

d) Task is valid and reliable

e) Instructions are clear, with a model of the task where appropriate

f) The level of language is appropriate

g) The task is of an appropriate length

h) The task reflects a varying degree of difficulty

i) Clear marking guideline reflecting areas for assessment

j) Provision for meaningful feedback.

· Use a system of recording acceptance and receipt of tasks.

· Discuss any variations to the Assessment Schedule with the Deputy Principal Curriculum.

· Prepare ROSA warning letters to parents for students who have not attempted tasks and record on Millennium.

· Head Teacher/Class Teacher interviews with students who are in danger of an ‘N’ Award determination to develop an improvement program.

· Deputy Principal Curriculum interviews with students not meeting the improvement program requirements.

· Develop a faculty based system for the accurate recording of marks/ grades and ranks. Both electronic and paper copies are required for security purposes.

· Provide a grade per student in each course that reflects the performance descriptors.
